Edge. As soon as the data is available in GeoMoS Monitor, it will also be
visualised in GeoMoS Now! on-premise deployment, whereas with the
cloud deployment data will be visible after the successful push from the
GeoMoS Monitor. This means, what even in the case of communication
failure between GeoMoS Monitor and GeoMoS Edge, as soon as the
connection is restored, there would be no data gaps in graphs, tables
and maps.

GeoMoS Now! Survey Edition user can now define profile directions, with
regards to which displacements will be calculated for the points
belonging to the profile. Longitudinal displacement is calculated in the
direction of the profile, whereas transverse displacement is orthogonal
to it.

Example: Define a profile in the direction of the side of a wall, to
monitor displacements of the structure.
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CoPY PROJECT SETTINGS
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Create and modify profiles

Selecting “Profiles” in Configuration menu enters the overview of
Profiles. From there new profiles can be created by clicking on the
"Create new profile” link. A two-step wizard guides through definition of
the profile:

- Step 1: Profile name and azimuth definition (manually or by

selecting start and end point of the profile)
- Step 2: Assigning points to the profile

Workflow

Once points are existing in the project, profiles can be defined, and
points assigned to them. From that moment for all incoming data
displacements are calculated with respect to defined profiles.

To reprocess displacements for the existing results, data needs to be re-
imported (all files are available in project management).

Project settings can now be copied from existing views when creating
new projects (GeoMoS Now! Survey Edition) or new views (all GeoMoS
Now! versions) within the EID.
